WHEREAS: A day of remembrance honours the lives of affected children and supports grieving
parents, siblings and other family members whose lives are forever altered by the
heartbreak of losing a child; and

WHEREAS: October |5th is recognized as “Pregnancy and Infant Loss Awareness Day” across the
province, in Canada, and internationally, in acknowledging and bringing awareness to this
important issue.
