What is a MyRide Card?

•	 �A My Ride card is an electronic card  
with a microchip similar to a credit or 
debit card.

•	 �A MyRide card can be used to pay 
your fare.

•	 �You can load and reload single or multiple 
monthly passes or increments of 12 rides 
to your card.

How does a MyRide Card work?

•	 �A chip is located inside your MyRide card.

•	 �A simple tap of your MyRide card 
on the farebox will read the chip.

•	 �The screen of the farebox will then tell 
you the remaining rides, or that a valid or 
active pass has been tapped.

Where can I purchase  
a MyRide card?

•	 ��MyRide cards can be purchased 
at Transit Customer Service in 
Sorenson Station downtown  
or at City Hall.

•	 �Your MyRide card can be reloaded at  
8 sites around Red Deer, 1 in Lacombe  
and 1 in Blackfalds.

Why should I get a MyRide Card?

�Your MyRide card doesn’t need  
to be replaced each month,  
you can keep the card and reload  
as needed. 

Can I still use cash to pay  
my fare? 

•	 �Yes, please use exact fare only.  
(CDN Coins Only)

•	 No change is given.

•	 �Only five and 10 dollar bills are 
accepted, and pennies and  
US coins are not accepted.

What if I need to transfer to 
another bus?

•	 ��If you purchase a ride using cash or a 12-
ride fare, simply ask the driver for a transfer 
and a ticket will print out for you, scan that 
ticket on the next bus.

•	 �With a monthly pass, simply tap it on the 
farebox on the next bus.

What happens if a MyRide card  
is lost or damaged?

•	 �If your card is lost, and it has been 
registered, you will be able to redeem the 
value remaining on the card and will only 
have to pay the five dollar fee for replacing 
the card.

•	 �If your card is damaged and no 
longer working, we will be able  
to transfer your balance to a  
new card. 

Why should I register my card?

•	 �Registering your card offers you Lost 
Card Value Protection. We will be able to 
identify and transfer your card balance to  
a new card.

•	 �Confidential information remains 
confidential, only Transit staff will be  
able to view it.
